
»» Update your 2008 bike plan to ensure that state-of-the-art 
bicycle facilities are included.

»» Continue to increase the amount of high quality bicycle 
parking throughout the community and adopt standards for bike 
parking that conform to APBP guidelines.

»» Install a bicycle wayfinding system with distance and 
destination information at strategic locations around the 
community, integrating preferred on street routes and off-street 
facilities.

»» Bicycle-safety education should be a routine part of primary 
and secondary education, and schools and the surrounding 
neighborhoods should be particularly safe and convenient 
for biking and walking. Work with your local bicycle groups or 

interested parents to develop and implement a Safe Routes to 
School program for all schools.

»» Host a League Cycling Instructor (LCI) seminar or sponsor the 
certification tuition of interested cyclists to increase the number 
of certified LCIs in your community. 

»» Promote cycling throughout the year by offering or 
supporting family-oriented community rides.

»» Encourage local businesses to provide discounts for customers 
arriving by bicycle or promote existing bicycle discount programs.
